Drill or not to drill? That is the question

Dear Editor:

Over 300 million years ago, nature provided what was to become the nation's largest natural
gas deposit under most all of what is now Pennsylvania. Currently, many residents of
Pennsylvania are in the process, or shortly will be, enjoying the experience of becoming
millionaires from the sale of gas lying 5,000 - 8,000 feet below their properties in the Marcellus
Shale. What nature provided to the residents of Pennsylvania has never before been more
important, especially since technology has provided new means for recovery of such extensive
natural gas from deep below our land surface. Currently about twenty companies are vying for
drilling rights or are in the process of drilling wells from which the gas will be recovered. The
recovery and use of this God-given natural gas couldn't come at a more opportune time of need.

Some private land owners and deer camps are being paid nearly $3,000 per acre for drilling
rights plus have signed contracts granting them a 17% royalty on gas recovered, some more,
some less. One company will pay $1 Billion for the rights to drill in 2008 and another 20
companies have already paid landowners $1 Billion for the right to drill the Marcellus Gas. Many
deer camps have leased and are ready to drill, but the Game Commission is dragging its feet to
drill on adjacent game lands.

The Pennsylvania Game Commission (PGC) now owns 1,435,890 acres of land most of which
Menu lies over the deep gas deposit referred to as the Marcellus Shale gas vaults. With natural gas
recently valued at $13.00 per 1,000 cubic feet and fetching 25% royalty for many public lands.
